Since the founding of our church in 1971, we’ve become passionate about 
one goal:  Following God + Loving People. 
And we’ve been growing since day one.

As a result of our growth, we are now facing some significant 
challenges that limit our ministry: inadequate 
parking, only one entrance to our campus, full worship services, no 
space for additional classes.

After trying to solve things as best we could with our current 
facilities, we reached a decision in 2004: it’s time to build.  
We drafted a two-phase plan to develop our overall campus with 
proper access and parking, and then to build a new Worship Center.

God provided generously through the giving of our congregation: 
we received a total of $3.6 million in gifts toward our plan. 

We have obtained approval from the City of Whittier so that we can 
proceed with construction.  And finally, now is the time.
